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We would like to join the previous speakers in welcoming Mr. Walter Kalin to the Committee and would like to thank him for his statement and presentation of the report contained in A/60/338. We would also like to express our readiness to extend our full support to the Representative in his crucial work. 
My delegation has carefully studied the report, and we would like to highlight the importance of the recommendations contained in this document, in particular those aimed at increasing the effectiveness of the institutional response within the United Nations to issues of internal displacement. We endorse the view reflected in the report that the different components of the United Nations should promptly agree on and implement mechanisms that will establish a comprehensive and clear division of responsibilities for systemwide action. It is also critical to ensure effective coordination on the ground through strengthening support to and capacities of the United Nations country teams. 

The situation of internally displaced persons is the area in which UN agencies have to strengthen cooperation and revitalize their collaborative action in order to address the existing gaps in the international response to the issue. 

While acknowledging the primary responsibility of States to address the issues relating to IDPs, we firmly believe that international community has to be able to act on all IDP situations where national authorities seek further assistance and support, in particular in the instances of protracted mass displacement.

Having said that, we would like to hear the view of Mr. Kalin regarding the United Nations’ revised collaborative approach on IDPs mentioned in his report. In particular, we would like to know whether this new cluster approach will embrace all situations related to IDPs, including the above-mentioned protracted situations or focus primarily on new emergencies, for instance those stemming from natural disasters.
