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Bangladesh-Montenegro establish diplomatic relations

New York, 2 March 2007:

Bangladesh and Montenegro formally established diplomatic relations at a
ceremony held at the Permanent Mission of Bangladesh to the United Nations in
presence of Dr. Iftekhar Ahmed Chowdhury, Foreign Advisor who is currently
visiting New York. The documents were signed by Ambassador Nebojsa
Kaludjerovic of Montenegro and Acting Permanent Representative Mr.
Muhammed Ali Sorcar of Bangladesh.

“It is a significant step that will vastly enhance our bilateral trade and economic
. relations” said Foreign Advisor Dr. Iftekhar Chowdhury, speaking to the media
O after the event: “it is the wish of Bangladesh’s Caretaker Government to
' strengthen our ties with all potential partners”, he added. Ambassador
Kaludjerovic praised the Foreign Advisor and the Bangladesh Government for the

manner in which the decision was processed.

“Montenegro is a new country that greatly values Bangladesh’s friendship”, he
observed in his remarks.
