Mr. President,


We thank the Administrator for the note DP/2001/27 on “Future Assistance to Myanmar” which we have before us.


We note from paragraph 19 of the document that the independent assessment and review mission of the HDI projects had concluded that short phases are not the most appropriate time phases for rural development and community based projects. It is also our understanding that community based activities can be self-sustaining only to a point, if they do not have linkages with broader social and economic structures and without synchronization with the national system. We would, therefore, hope that UNDP would be able to liaise directly with the Myanmar Government and return to normal country programming as soon as possible.
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
