Fallen in the cause of peace

Four Sierra Leoneans, who had lost their lives in 2004 while serving with the United Nations Mission in Sierra Leone (UNAMSIL), were honoured at a posthumous medal ceremony in New York on 27 May 2005, as part of the observance of International Day of United Nations Peacekeepers.  Mohamed Kamara, Mohamed B. Kamara, James Nyamawa, and Mohamed M. Sesay were among 115 nationals from various countries who had died in the cause of peace in several UN peace operations last year. Thirty-two of them lost their lives while serving in Sierra Leone. 
Ambassador Sylvester Ekundayo was among the representatives from each of the 115 countries who attended the ceremony to receive the posthumous medal from UN Assistant Secretary-General, Department of Peacekeeping Operations, and sign a condolence book.  
Five Sierra Leoneans, including three who had served in the UN Operations in the Congo (ONUC) in 1962, were posthumously honoured at a similar ceremony two years ago.
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
