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Madam Chairperson,


On behalf of the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic, I would like to express our deep appreciation to the UN Secretary-General H.E. Mr. Ban Ki Moon; to the President of 63rd session H.E. Mr. Migel D’Escoto Brockman; to the Department of social and economic affairs; to the International Labor Organization; to the Commission for Social Development; co-sponsors of the resolution “World day of Social Justice”  and all other UN member-states, who support us to establish this important day and conduct this event to commemorate very first World Day of Social Justice.

Madam Chairperson,


During the 62nd session of the General Assembly at the  suggestion of the Delegation of Kyrgyzstan, the member states of the United Nations unanimously declared February 20, the World Day of Social Justice. According to the resolution that day will be celebrated annually, beginning with the current - 2009. The fact that co-authors of the resolutions were 77 UN member states, representing different regional groups, signifies the great importance of the resolution. The initiative of the President of the Kyrgyz Republic K. Bakiev to establish a world day of social justice was first voiced in 2007 in Bishkek during the Summit of Shanghai Cooperation Organization.
Madam Chairperson,

Let me say few words about social justice. Social justice extends to the socio-economic and political relations; but it is not restricted to them only. Social justice involves good citizenship and being able to benefit from good social conduct. Any arrangement of society which excludes or hinders certain classes or groups within it from their fair share of the common good is a violation of social justice. 

We are convinced that today, in a time of global climate change, collapse of financial markets, food insecurity and other shocks, the concept of social justice is more and more needed; social justice is aimed at supporting a great many people around the world. It is a fight for poverty eradication, decent work and social integration. These issues were always relevant. But today, when all over the world the numbers of desperate people are increasing, solutions to these problems are demanded in the name of social justice for all and everywhere. This is a profound concern for all states, developed and developing.
I am convinced that these reasons brought forth the adoption of the resolution, in which the General Assembly expressed the need for further expansion of the international community's efforts in the areas outlined above, as well as access to social welfare and social justice for all. Therein, all states were invited to devote the World Day of Social Justice on a national level, along with specific activities in accordance with the purposes and objectives of the World Summit for Social Development and the Twenty-Fourth Special Session of the General Assembly. It is noted that the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic, in order to celebrate the World Day of Social Justice, held several conferences, including the involvement of international experts, and organized lectures in all schools and universities of Kyrgyzstan. These activities took place in order to familiarize youth with the notion of social justice and ways to achieve it.
Madam Chairperson,

The Kyrgyz Republic has come a long way in the democratic transformation, constitutional reform, fiscal decentralization. All this is reflected in the development and approved by the President of Kyrgyzstan Kurmanbek Bakiev «Country development Strategy» for the period 2007-2009. Already a new draft strategy for the 2009-2011 is being developed. The main purpose is to achieve sustainable development, based on the principles of self-identity and security as the main source of positive change. We want to note particularly that anti-poverty strategy should be aimed at addressing its root and structural causes and manifestations, and that equity and the reduction of disparities must be part of those strategies. In doing so, we understand that long-term sustainable development depends on stability of human relationships based on knowledge of how to use available resources for the socio-economic development today and what to leave to future generations.
We believe that creating a favorable environment is one of the most essential conditions for ensuring equity and social development, and that ingrained inequality is an obstacle to the sustainable growth, required for sustainable development, oriented to the needs and interests of people.
Madam Chairperson, 

A special place in the public policy of the Kyrgyz Republic addressed the issues of social development, particularly poverty reduction, employment, social protection, health, education, equal opportunities in all spheres of life. With the formation of social development policy, the Kyrgyz Republic thus adheres to the objectives enshrined in the Millennium Development Goals, mechanisms to reduce poverty and promote economic growth, Country Assistance Strategy and other memoranda of cooperation.
The Kyrgyz Republic is considering the development of an integrated system through the prism of sustainable human development, ie such a development is center and the ultimate goal of man. This development is aimed at overcoming poverty, improving the level and quality of life of citizens through the creation of conditions for decent work, and an environment which is beneficial for life and health, the integration of society, preserving and enhancing the cultural and moral values of people, to protecting civil rights and achieving gender equity, all for effective democratic governance. 
Madam Chairperson,

Nine years ago the United Nations General Assembly adopted the Millennium Development Goals, the Millennium Declaration, thereby defining the parameters of the future and the conditions of its achievements. The implementation of the eight goals and fifteen challenges were both the content and the global initiative and the prospects for regional development. I do not doubt that all of us, as well as all countries on the basis of growth of national development goals including the Millennium Development Goals, seek to achieve social peace and social equality. In doing so, we must not forget that the focus of development or reform is in the people with their needs and requirements.  Building a people-centered world order requires the strengthening of mechanisms for implementing the decisions reached at the summit. We believe the mechanism is needed, which would include both: monitoring of joint efforts and achieved parameters of progress while we moving to efficient implementation of the Millennium Development Goals. Expression of support of the UN member states has shown that one of the support and coordination mechanisms would be proclaimed the World Day of Social Justice, a day to draw the attention of the world community to the need for joint efforts to achieve social justice for all. The delegation of the Kyrgyz Republic continues to work with others to identify ways of further development of the declared initiatives.

Let me once again express my special appreciation of the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic to all Member States of the United Nations for their support of our initiatives, in particular the of the co-authors of the resolution; distinguished panelists; also to Ms. Renata Kaczmarska from DESA, Ms. Jane Stewart and Mr. Kevin Cassidy from ILO; and hope that our initiative will be effective and useful for all states, and ideally - for every citizen of all states.
