NKR President Visits Mission of Armenia to the United Nations

On Saturday, 11 November 2007, Mr. Bako Sahakyan, President of the Republic of Nagorno-Karabakh, visited Armenian Mission to the United Nations during his first trip to the United States. President B. Sahakyan was accompanied by a delegation composed by the following officials:

Ambassador Armen Martirosyan, the Permanent Representative of Armenia to the United Nations, briefed the delegation on the activities of the Armenia Mission to the UN. During the meeting an exchange of views on the current situation on settlement of the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict and a short discussion on the conflict-related developments in the UN were also held. 

It was pointed out that the OSCE is an appropriate international organization, which could find a comprehensive solution to the conflict due to its comparative advantage over other international bodies.

“It is the OSCE’s fundamental principle of consensus, which distinguishes it from other international organizations. Only consensus among the parties leads to a genuine compromise and guarantees a lasting and durable solution to the conflict,” said President B. Sahakyan. Furthermore, the delegation touched upon the issue of Nagorno Karabakh’s direct participation in peace talks.  

Ambassador Martirosyan informed the delegation about the developments around the Kosovo problem and the possible impact of its settlement on the resolution of other regional disputes.
