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FOREWORD

This document is required pursuant to the resolution of the United Nations General Assembly to review the progress of the Barbados Programme of Action (BPOA) for Small Island Developing States from 1994 to the present (2003).  This resolution comes as a follow up to the World Summit of Sustainable Development held in Johannesburg in 2002.  The meeting for the review of the BPOA will be held in Mauritius in 2004.

SOCIO ECONOMIC CONTEXT: Key characteristics, challenges and responses

The Commonwealth of Dominica (Dominica) is situated in the Caribbean Sea, at 15(12’-15(39’ N Latitude and 61(14’-61(29’ W Longitude.  Dominica is a volcanic island with active volcanoes, its highest peak reaching over 4 700 feet high.  The terrain is very rugged and steep. The island is the largest in the Windward Islands with a total area of 750.6 sq. km. (290 sq. miles).  It is 48 km long and 24 km wide at its widest point.

Dominica is called the Nature Island of the Caribbean due to a rich array of flora and fauna with extensive forest.  Sixty-five percent of the land area is covered by vegetation ranging from scrub woodland on the coast to lush tropical forest in the interior.

The island has an extensive area set aside for national parks.  The legally defined reserve is 20 percent of the country’s forest base.

Dominica has a wide array of wildlife species including the endemic parrot species Amazona imperialis and Amazona arausiaca that are considered endangered and threatened respectively (IUCN Red Data List).  They are listed as specially protected birds under Dominican law.

The island has reputedly 365 streams and rivers collectively. In 1994, 56% of gross electricity generated in 1994 was hydro electricity. (Initial national Communication)

According to National Accounts Statistics, agriculture contributed to 73 million to the GDP of 2001 and for that same year the value of export of bananas was EC$38.66 million. Bananas is the main export crop. This performance was achieved in spite of continuing difficulties in the industry.

Tourism expenditure now accounts for 60% of the exchange earned by the service sector and 30% of total export earnings. The cruise ship sector has contributed significantly to this growth.

The island’s total population recorded in 2001 was 71 727. The population distribution by parish or population zones indicates that the largest communities are Roseau and its environs with 14 847 persons which represents almost 21% of the total population.  Most of the population centers are along the coast. 

Dominica has 153 kilometers (95 miles) of coastline, which adjoins a 715 sq. km coastal shelf. Its narrow continental shelf, which is more extensive on the east coast along with its steep, undulating underwater contours present special challenges and features.

Flat land is restricted to the coastal areas and in certain areas in the center of the island.

Seismic activity in Dominica is significant.  It is estimated that over 90% of the population live within 5 kilometers of seismic activity zones.

Climate characteristics are a relative humidity of about 95% with little, seasonal or diurnal variation, and average temperatures of 27 degrees Celsius.  Rainfall is inter-annual, seasonal and spatial.  Rainfall is less than 80 inches along the west coast but can reach over 1400 inches in the interior.  There is also a dry season which lasts five to six months.

Key Challenges:

Socio-economic challenges faced by Dominica include a high unemployment rate at 15.7% in 1999 (Source: Labour Force Survey), a contracting agricultural sector, reduction in exports, a decline in foreign investment capital, limited higher education institutions and a relatively large public debt to service.  

The country has limited natural resources, a small but an expensive labour force, limited foreign markets for its produce that adversely affect foreign exchange earnings and challenges in maintaining suitable standards for export to meet external market requirements.

Urbanization

Urbanization is a major problem in Roseau, the capital. Problems with housing, limited space for expansion of the urban capital and increase of the rural population drift to the main capital continue.  

Natural Disasters

Dominica is prone to natural disasters particularly hurricanes.  Normally these natural phenomena affect agriculture severely especially bananas and also, tourism.  Because of the terrain, flooding and soil erosion are associated impacts, aggravated by hurricanes.  Mitigating measures to reduce the impact of hurricanes on the coastline and to maintain human access island wide remain important elements. 

In terms of volcanic activity, Dominica has been experiencing frequent tremors in two major epicenters in the south and north. Evacuation and relocation means and measures in case of any threatening activities are vital considerations. Statistics on earthquakes include thirteen small earthquakes recorded in northern Dominica between June 1 and June 3, 2003.  The probability of a volcano erupting is 20% in the next ten years.

Natural Resource depletion

Forest cover is estimated at 22.6% and arable land at 27.8%(Dominica’s Biodiversity Strategy and Action Plan).  Mountainous terrain makes it difficult to exploit forest however, deforestation is considered to be a major contributor to biodiversity lost in Dominica.

Clearing land for agricultural expansion, harvest of timber, development of feeder roads for access to farms, are contributors to natural resource depletion. Soil erosion is a man- induced cause of land degradation prevalent when sloping lands are badly prepared for cultivation. Access into forestlands and agricultural land also affect the wildlife habitat.  These may affect population size of animals and as well as destruction of vital flora species. The cutting of forest affects the quantity and quality of water. This is evident in river levels and quantum of flow reduction at certain times of year. 

Road access for industrial and commercial infrastructure purposes as is in the recent construction of a road at Morne Espaniol and Scotts Head (high landmark peaks) for installation of towers and related structures contribute to land degradation and soil erosion. The lack of appropriate assessment of the consequences of these activities before implementation is a challenge.

Use of agro-chemicals especially in the agricultural sector negatively impact on plant and animal resources.  These kill weeds and other plants that can be used for medicinal purposes.  This also affects animals with symbiotic relationships with these plants.


The installation of coastal sea walls and other coastal degradation mitigating and improvements measures, may present adverse impacts on marine ecosystems at various stages of development.  In addition to that, industrial activity releasing effluents into the sea present environmental challenges. Extensive quarrying activities along the coast in Dominica are a cause for concern. 

National Security

The crime rate although increasing, is relatively small.  However, there is an apparent increase in the use and trafficking of drugs.  This has been kept under proper surveillance by the police and the Regional Security Service (RSS).  National Security as it pertains to the immigration and migration of people transferring plants and animal species remains a concern because of proximity to two thriving Departments of France, north and south of the island.

HIV/AIDS and vector borne diseases

HIV/AIDS and general public health care needs upgrading although the spread of diseases is relatively under control.  Statistics show most common form of death is caused by hypertension and diabetes.  AIDS is becoming an increasing concern.  A very substantive AIDS/HIV education programme is in place.

Water and Sanitation

Ninety-four per cent of the population has access to pipe borne potable water (Dominica Initial national Communication).  DOWASCO a statutory body responsible for water and sewage development has put in place reliable, safe and sustainable water facilities at all major communities and population centres.  Small reservoirs and water catchment areas have been developed island-wide.  

In the urban area of Roseau, a recently completed sewer system has been commissioned.  

A recently restructured garbage collection and disposal system is in operation at major towns and villages around the island. The Dominica Solid Waste authority is responsible for these operations.

2.      NATIONAL FRAMEWORK FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT (SD)

The sustainable development national mechanisms/framework policies of the Island of Dominica encompasses the sustainable management of Dominica’s flora and fauna.  It also entails the promotion of appropriate practices and technology to minimize the loss of the environment which in turn affects the other sectors and also to reduce the vulnerability of Dominica as a small island state facing socio-economic challenges for the period 1994 – present (2003).

Dominica has in placed a Biological Diversity Action plan.  This complements existing legislation and policies, which seek to conserve and protect the natural ecosystems and the species of flora and fauna marine and terrestrial that are deeply entrenched in the national values of the country.

In 1995, a national park system and protected area, which covers approximately 20% of Dominica’s land space was established. Two marine protected areas have been established – the marine component of the Cabrits National Park and the Soufriere Scotts Head Marine (SSMR) in 1999.   This is the first marine reserve in the Eastern Caribbean.  In the year 1998, Morne Trois Pitons National Park was declared a world heritage site by UNESCO.

The Forestry and Wildlife Act (1976) makes provisions for the conservation and management of wildlife.  The Forest Act (1959) provided for a Ministry to establish forest reserves and conditions for timber harvesting, squatting and other offences.

The National Parks and Protected Areas Act (1975) provides for the establishment of National parks and a protected area system.

The Fisheries Act of No. 11 of 1987 requires the preparation of the Fisheries Management Plan for orderly and sustainable development and management of the country’s fisheries resources. The Fisheries Act also has provisions for passage of Regulations that may be required from time to time. The Territorial Sea, Contiguous Zone, Exclusive Economic and Fishery Zone Act of 1981, establishes the extent of Dominica’s Maritime Area under national jurisdiction.

The Marine Reserve Statutory Rules & Order (SR&O) – seek to put in place measures whereby zones are set up for different activities within the marine reserve.  These zones would seek to encourage the most appropriate or optimum activities to be executed in any particular area, thus avoiding user conflict and ensuring the over exploitation or misuse of any resource in any given zone.  One of the zones is exclusively designed as a nursery area to allow for the propagation of various species of marine flora and fauna.

The Local Area Management Authority (LAMA) set up to oversee and develop management policies for the sustainable development of the Marine Reserve space, comprises immediate stake-holders, local government authorities, fisheries authorities and community based organizations.

Dominica has in place a Biodiversity Council. In addition, a series of initiatives are in place to guarantee the SD of resources. For instance, (Community Management of Protected Area Conservation Project) COMPACT project being implemented with GEF funding aims to get communities through a participatory process to sustainably manage their natural resources including land. The main attraction is an organic farm has been made functional

In the tourism sector, the NISE programme was set up for the development of the tourism product standards.

The Water and Sewerage Act 1989 addresses use and conservation of Dominica’s water resources.  DOWASCO is responsible for supplying water to residents of the country and sewer services to Roseau and immediate environs.

Solid Waste Management Act, Establishment of Bureau of Standards and

Rules/Laws/on Environmental Surcharge have also been set up encompasses issues related to sustainable development.

3.    NATIONAL PROGRESS MADE AND PROBLEMS ENCOUNTERED IN THE    IMPLEMENTATION OF THE BPOA: Sectoral and Cross-Sectoral Areas

Dominica participated in the SIDS meeting in 1994 which was convened in Barbados. In 1994, Dominica signed the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD).  Since then, Dominica has ratified and signed many other conventions related to sustainable development of its natural resources.  For CBD, a strategy and action has been prepared and work in other aspects fulfilling the commitments under that convention, are in an advanced stage.  

3.1 SECTORAL AREAS: Progress Made and Problems Encountered

3.1.1  Climate Change and Sea-Level Rise

· The Framework Convention on Climate Change was ratified on 21st March, 1994.

The Kyoto protocol was not ratified.

· Since its ratification, Dominica has attempted to initiate a series of programmes aimed at sensitizing the public on issues related to climate change and sea level rise.

· Public awareness programs including calendars, posters, stickers, brochures have       been produced to assist in this drive of public sensitization.

The problems identified with climate change and a rise in sea level pertained to agriculture, social issues, health, social unrest and dislocation issues, societal preparedness issues, economic issues, political and other issues with the agricultural sector together with the country’s infrastructure, biodiversity, and coastal and marine resources being at particular risk.

Due to Dominica’s rugged, mountainous terrain, most of the population lives on the coastal areas where the land is flat.  This makes the inhabitants of the island susceptible to impacts caused in climate change and sea level rise.

Constraints relating to implementation of activities required by the convention pertains to the absence of the appropriate legislation to guide any related programme. Although legislation related to environment preservation, biodiversity conservation, land use and building codes are on the statutes, no legislation particular to climate change exist.

There are no coastal zone management regulations in place except in the national park.  The island is a member of the International Maritime Organization and has ratified the Cartagena Convention on marine pollution prevention.

The following acts and regulations have been passed to address specific issues  related to the use and management of coastal and marine resources:

· The Territorial Sea, Contiguous Zone, Exclusive Economic Zones Act of 1981 (Maritime Areas Act # 26 of 1981)

·  The Fisheries Act of 1987 

· The Beach Control Act (1966, 1990) protects beach sand addresses the removal of sand and stones from the beach.  A permit needs to be obtained for removal of beach material.

· The Environmental Health and Services Act (1997) – Provides authority to maintain environmental health and control pollution.  However, it does not establish criteria or standards for industrial wastewater discharge and solid waste management (Dominica Initial National Communication).
· The Litter Act of 1999 – Provides authority to control litter.
· Pesticide Control Act – Control the importation and use of pesticides.  

A lot of public education has been done in reference to this act.

Environmental Impact Assessments (EIA) under the Physical Planning Act precedes most major national development projects that are likely to have negative effects on the environment.

An adaptation policy has been prepared to address problems in climate change and rising sea-level.  This includes but is not limited to:

Beach and Shoreline stability  - Legislation should be formulated and implemented to restrict further settlement and regulate hotel  development along the coast.  Government should also purchase coastal lands as a means of reducing undesirable development in these areas.

Destruction of wetlands/coastal ecosystems

Education for the public about swamps by Forestry Division and steps to control and regulate activity in wetlands should be ongoing.  Measures should be taken to protect and conserve wetlands and other sensitive coastal ecosystems to prevent the damage that have resulted from the construction of seawalls.

Reduced Fish catch resulting from sedimentation of fishing banks and destruction of fish habitats

Activities like farming, quarrying, and deforestation which increase the rate of sedimentation and destruction of fishing banks and fish habitats should be strictly controlled and regulated. The impact the collapse of the banks of the Matthieu Dam has had devastating impacts on the marine life of the entire west coast of the island. The volume of sediments which spread over the ocean floor as a consequence renders the ecosystem there very fragile and may have reached it carrying capacity. 

Impact on tourism – waterfalls, lakes and rivers

Activities such as solid waste disposal, poor soil conservation practices and the use of pesticides should be strictly controlled and regulated.

      A strong education programme with the water authority, the pesticide control board        and forestry should take place.

3.1.2 Natural and Environmental Disasters 

There is a Disaster Preparedness Unit which operates under the Ministry of Communications and Works.  This disaster unit alerts people on natural disaster threats and develops public awareness.  Projects that unit is involved in include:

· 1999/2000 World Bank funded project for vulnerability reduction and mitigation in various communities.  This project is estimated at US$600 000.00.

· Steady communication

· Disaster telecommunications infrastructure upgrade of MET services

· Warehouse for emergency resources built in Jimmit

· Training in various areas in disaster management

· Regional flood mitigation project with CEDERA

· Vulnerability assessment concerning the volcanic situation in Dominica

Concerning Early Warning Systems, it is possible to monitor seismic and hurricane activity, however, projects have been identified and funded and have not been completed due to needed government assistance which has not been provided. Weather radio systems to provide local data to National Hurricane Centre have not been installed due to needed government assistance. Currently, only one radio has been installed. 

Constraints the Disaster Preparedness Unit faces includes:

· The implementation of projects are negatively impacted on due to lack of finances.  
For example, there are two sea defence designs for Scotts Head and Hatton Garden but cost and budget did not allow project to be complete.
· Designs are also in place for a road in Elmshall damaged in 1995.  Funding is still being sought for reinstating of road.
Other constraints include:

· Lack of resources including manpower

· Lack of finances to replace basic office equipment 

· Lack of Human resources including  administration. 

3.1.3 Coastal Marine Resources, including coastal and marine biodiversity resources

The Convention on Biological Diversity ratified on July 5, 1994 represents the commitment to conservation of biological diversity and sustainable use of biological resources and fair and equitable sharing of benefits. The marine resources that spread out over the wide expanse of the EEZ, the widest area under the direct jurisdiction of the State, have to be adequately managed, and to ensure its sustainable development. 

The United Nations Convention of the Law of the Sea (Part111) was ratified on 30th September 1991.

· Maritime Areas Act, Fisheries Act No. 26 of 1981 is in force.

·  (refer to section on Climate and Sea-level rise)

· Fisheries Act No. 11  of 1987 enacted, consistent with UNCLOS III

· Fisheries Regulations (this contains a mechanism whereby regulation consistent with provision of the Fisheries Act are enacted from time to time)

· Conventions for the Protection and Development of the Marine Environment in the Wider Caribbean (CARTAGENA CONVENTION) and the Protocol 

concerning cooperation in the combating of Oil Spills in the Wider Caribbean 

Basin ratified 7th September 1990.

Maritime boundaries delineating the EEZ were negotiated with the French, through the EU for neighbouring islands of Guadeloupe and Martinique. The boundary delineation with Venezuela (Bird Island) was not negotiated. Talks with the EU began in 1982 and when first round was completed Dominica gained 200 miles EEZ corridor on the east coast. Second phase of the negotiations has not been completed.
List of relevant National and Regional Initiatives related to SD:

Common fishing zone initiative provisions are being pursued at the OECS level.

(for monitoring of marine resource exploitation).

Dominica along with OECS member states established in principle the Common Fisheries Zone for purposes of surveillance, exploitation of resources and to combat illegal fishing by extra-regional entities. Legal framework to allow for access agreements has not been legislated.
· Beach monitoring, beach degradation and profiling, is a regional project involving linkages with different sectors, is ongoing. A pilot project executed in the Eastern Caribbean implemented by the Forestry Division, evaluates impact of hurricanes on beach profiles.  
· Fisheries Division is engaged in Project to monitor reef health before, the end of 2003. The project collects data at specified sites. 

· FAO Ecosystem /Multi-species management project to determine feeding competition and interaction is on stream. This US $ 4 million project over a five year period will target the wider Eastern Caribbean. 

· Marine Protected areas (MPA) have been established in two key locations (Soufriere/Scotts Head Marine Reserve (SSMR) and the Cabrits National Park –Marine component). Zones within the MPA a designated for various uses for the benefit of stakeholders.
· Upgrading of sewerage system has addressed the safety issue in the marine environment last phase is in progress.

· Fisheries Data collection on resource exploitation is ongoing and analysis is undertaken in reference to resources of the Wider Caribbean. The centre of co-ordination of this is at the Caribbean Fisheries Unit (in CARICOM).

· Dominica also participates in a series of other regional marine research initiatives with outside institutes and government parties. An ongoing annual cetacean research cruise in collaboration with OECS states is in it fifth implementation year.
Summary of Key National Constraints:

· Limited manpower resources.

· Absence of clear national policy on coastal zone management and development.

· Low level of commitment on the part of various sectors with responsibility.

· Lack of Finance support to meet commitments.

· Lack of legislative instruments to render power to executing/implementing policies and or measures by responsible agencies.

· Public sensitization blitz required.

3.1.4 Land Resources, including terrestrial biodiversity

UN Convention to Combat Desertification ratified on 28th November 1997 according to the Commonwealth’s of Dominica’s First National Report on the Implementation of the United Nations Convention to Combat Desertification.

National Projects related to the sustainable use, management and conservation of land resources include:

· National Workshop on Land Degradation on July 7th – 9th 1999 

· Biotechnology and bio-safety research 

· Development of Dominica’s Biodiversity Strategy and Action Plan which will 
involve but is not limited to public awareness, legislative framework, integrated 
land and (resource) use planning and management, capacity building and institutional strengthening for environmental management, identification and protection of threatened ecosystems and species, biodiversity and climate change adaptation programme.

· Forest Reserve and National Park Development

· Creation of Morne Diablotin National Park in 2000.

· A report to recommend an assessment of existing legislative and institutional 
measures to determine effectiveness in successfully combating land degradation.

· EU Special Assistance Framework to fund conservation activities in Dominica over a ten year period which began in 2000.

· Climate Change plan of action also highlighted which would impact on terrestrial biodiversity.

· (Community Management of Protected Area Conservation Project) COMPACT project being implemented with GEF funding aims to get communities through a participatory process to sustainably manage their natural resources including land.

Constraints include:

· Lack of technical expertise and data sets to monitor how warmer climatic conditions will affect Dominica’s terrestrial ecosystems. (Dominica Initial National Communication, October 2001)  

· Funding of projects is also a constraint.  Funding being sought from local regional and international funding units.  E.g. Global Environment Fund, the Global Mechanism of the Convention

· Loss of the tradition of passing on information from generation to generation of   traditional agricultural practices and animal husbandry, the use of native plants and their properties has resulted in a loss of agro-biodiversity especially with the outbreak of pests and diseases.

· Concerning bio-safety research, there is little information available regarding the use, importation or distribution of genetically modified organisms (GMO’s) and GMO products however, the situation is being addressed.

· Buffer zones not established in all parks.

· Lack of capitalization on the resources of parks (herbs for medicine, tourism) which would help economically and thus, help in upkeeping of parks.

3.1.5 Energy

National Projects related to development of sustainable energy resources and systems include:

· The expansion of Hydro Phase III completed in 1995/1996.   

· Rural Electrification funded by the Caribbean Development Bank (CDB).  This project was completed in 1997/1998.

· A new project for the electrification of Gleau Gommier in 2001/2002

· The renewable resource project funded by the GEF/UNDP in 2002/2003.

· Geothermal Exploration firstly explored by Government and now being followed up by Prvate Sector (still in initial stages)

· National Energy Plan by OAS and in cooperation with communication and works which deals with the development of renewable resources in Dominica – this plan has not yet been finalized

· CREDEP is undertaking plan aimed at developing renewable energy resources in region by accessing GEF funds (Global Energy Funds).  GEF is environmental sensitive.  

· CEIS – Caribbean Energy Information System disseminates information and produces a quarterly magazine.

· National Biogas digesters around country funded by German team (CARDI related)

In terms of constraints, Dominica is still in the initial stages of developing Energy through geothermal generation.  If implemented, this project would allow efficient use of natural resources.  The issues of solar energy and wave energy have not been addressed.   In addition to that, in terms of projects, Dominica faces financial constraints.  There are also not enough trained personnel to appreciate the benefits of certain techniques.  Financial institutions also cannot appreciate the benefits of projects and are therefore reluctant to finance. There is no training institution set up.  Finally, Government’s offer of appropriate incentives needs to be reviewed.  For example, free concessions on solar heaters for renewable energy projects could be an incentive put in place.

3.1.6 Management of Wastes and Provision of Water and Sanitation Services

 DOWASCO Major Water related Projects: 

· 1995-1998 – Rural Water Projects.

This included 11 water projects islandwide for water supply.  The cost of the project was EC 16million.  In the Good Hope/Petit Soufriere area there was previously no water supply before this project was implemented.

Financed by CDV/CIDA Govt/DOWASCO.

· 1995-97 Wesley Woodford Hill Marigot (WWM) Project 

totally new water supply system constructed to serve that area funded by the 
Agence Francais de developpement  (AFD). 

· Major rehabilitation of new water supply network in downtown Roseau and Simon Bolivar funded by the Kuwait Fund for Arab and Economic Development, CDB, CIDA, DOWASCO and the Government of Dominca at a cost of EC$60 million.

· Carib Territory Water Supply Project to provide water in households (1999).

· Caribbean Basin Water management Project (CBWMP) owned by water utility agencies in the Caribbean islands excluding Jamaica and Trinidad and Tobago.

This open-ended organization functions on an ongoing basis, identifies training needs for utilities and provides training opportunities for employers.

(    Water Act of 1995 makes provision for Water Regulations and Sewer Regulations .          

· 1996/1997 Catchment Control Act. 
      Projects related to management of wastes and water are as follows:

· Solid Waste Management Act revised in 2002 which gives corporations exclusive rights to be responsible for waste collection and disposal in Dominica.

· OECS Solid and Ship generated project started in 1996 and ended June 30th 2003.  Started in 1996.  The aim of this project was for the different OECS countries to share knowledge and experience and expertise in solid waste management.  This was funded by the World Bank.

· Solid Waste environmental Educators Network (SWEEN) established for the discussion of issues faced with waste disposal and other factors that could affect the environment. 

· Treatment Station at Baytown, Pottersville.

· Pumping stations at Newtown and Goodwill. 

· Dominica Water and Sanitation Programme started in 2003 by the Government of Dominica and the Government of Canada.

· Dominica is a signatory to the Basin Convention.  The initiatives are to manage hazardous waste such as used lead acid batteries and used oil.

· Special provision made for Medical wastes (mostly sharps) at Stock farm landfill.

· Project to purchase autoclaving unit. 

Constraints:

The constraints faced by DOWASCO are primarily financial.  In addition to this, DOWASCO currently has earmarked projects which will help with Sustainable Development however, the projects are not financed.  Examples of such projects include:

· West Coast Project which will upgrade the water supply for communities from Dublanc to Macoucherie with a $4.5 million estimate.

· Giraudel/Eggleston Project – existing rainwater catchment system provides water only for standpipes so such a plan would provide pipe borne river water supply to complete – serve Giraudel/Eggleston and Castle Comfort.   This plan is estimated at $EC 4 million.  
· Copt Hall Water Supply Project to provide water to residents of Copt Hall

· Cruise Ship Water Supply Project estimated at EC$ 0.75 million.

· Sewerage system for Portsmouth/Picard area

The Solid Waste Management also faces constraints such as:

· Cultural and psychological change in people who now have to adjust to 

bagging rubbish and waiting on truck for disposal on specific days.

· Solid waste management is a problem due to lack of capacity to manage the separation of biodegradeable waste from non-biodegradable waste.

Recycling materials to manage waste effectively is also a problem.

The Solid Waste sanitation service which is quasi-governmental operates under the Ministry of Health.

Future projects with constraints include:

· Solid waste construction of Fond Cole sanitary landfill faces the constraint of squatters on land perimeter. 

· Currently under construction is the Brandy Transfer Station in Bourne.  The Environmental Improvement Agency (EIA) survey suggested this as an optimum site for this transfer station.  However, the site was earmarked for future village expansion at the time.  Since then, land sold for residential use has resulted in the construction of houses.  Strong resistance by residents have become a problem.

· Other constraints include a lack of engineer/technical engineering expertise

During the implementation of the network in Roseau, the constraints encountered by the public included slow traffic, blocked roads, claims of loss of business, the health issue of excess dust, private property and cars were damaged.  These constraints affected DOWASCO financially, where private property and cars were damaged. 

The act that established DOWASCO is generally accepted but complimentary instruments need to be established.  For example, the act makes provision for others to provide water supply but the mechanism of licensing is not in place.  Also, the provision for a body that looks at overall water resource management for entire country is necessary.  Sector competition is another feature, e.g. the agriculture sector needs water for irrigation while DOWASCO needs water for water supply.

3.1.7 Tourism

The Projects are as follows:

(
Regional Pan Caribbean conference of Dominica as an eco-tourism destination held in 1995.

· Hosted first Caribbean Conference on sustainable Tourism in 1997 

· In 1998, Morne Trois Pitons Park declared a World Heritage Site.

Consequently, the Morne Trois Pitons National Park became part of World National Patrimony.  

· Sustainable Development Council (est. 1996-1997) which acts as an advisory body to share concerns and common issues.  Under this council, NDC instituted an island-wide tourism awareness programme.  

· The establishment of solid waste management facilities to manage waste generated from cruise ships. This was a region-wide World Bank funded project.  

· Assessment of Dominica as a Green Globe Destination. Green Globe focuses on the assessment of properties and environmentally sustainable practices.

· Dominica Nature Island Standard of Excellence (NISE) is a compulsory organization which focuses on tourism product development standards to promote competitiveness in tourism industry, to work with certification bodies and to develop environmental standard practices.

· On going hotel assessment to improve environmental standards

· Development of the North Eastern Tourism and Environmental Committee which engages in clean up campaigns, promotes environmental programmes and public awareness.

· South Eastern Tourism Association was set up in the south east with the purpose of building environmental awareness among young people. Competitions in schools and activities of the like are organized.

· European Union ($13m) funding over 3 years for supporting tourism in human resource development, in site development and developing capacity for sustainable development within the system.

· Site Improvement Programme started in January 2003 and is funded by the EU. The programme was set up to upgrade and improve 22 trails and sites in Dominica.  Under this programme is a Dive Improvement Programme funded by Ecotourism Development Programme.  The program is a site enhancement programme. 

· Implementation of user fees which results in the self sustainability of marine reserve service.

· National Trail – Scotts Head to Capuchin includes 20 villages and creates sustainable tourism and capacity building as it promotes community tourism.  A feasibility study has been done but the project is still in the proposal stages.

· Completion of aerial tram.

· Completion of reception areas at the Indian River, Providence, Fresh Water Lake, Emerald Pool, Cabrits, Syndicate.

· Training by NDC of guides, taxi operators and other service providers.

      Cross Sectoral Projects Include:

· Establishment of Dominica Festivals Commissions (DFC) to develop and promote festivals

.  

      Community and Other Cross Sectoral Projects include the development of a trail from Capuchin to Penville by the Capuchin cultural group (NGO).  There is a fort in the area and development of bed and breakfast at private homes will be a near future project.

Local handmade natural soaps by the Coal Pot as a result of a Youth Skills Training Programme, juice making in Castle Bruce and an organic farm in Layou have been developed.  The COMPACT project for accommodation and farming (refer to section 2) is another project.

3.2 CROSS-SECTORAL AREAS

3.2.1 Financing and Investment for SD

Initiatives currently in place for SD:

· Initiatives with the World Bank for sea defense mitigation measures – 

      projects in place and initiative ongoing

· Similar Initiatives ongoing with CDB (Caribbean Development Bank) as well as the European Union.

· Loan and grant provisions from the ROC to undertake similar mitigation measures.

· Project under Global Environmental Facility (GEF) for biosafety, ozone monitoring, climate change and biodiversity.

· (EU) Commisssions of IDP and national capacity needs assessment to implement environmental projects.

· Forestry assessment of wildlife resources for sustainable use of wildlife resources

· Funds for Forestry Division from user fee system for upgrading of trails and sites for visitors.

· New initiative of Commonwealth Secretariat to fund projects for enterprises related to agriculture.

· Structural initiatives.

· Sustainable development council on community level.
Problems and Constraints include:

· Lack of general knowledge of St. George’s Principles of Environmental Sustainable Development.

· Lack of clearly defined project proposals.

· Competition for resources from other sectors.

· Unable to meet set guidelines in place from donor agencies.

· Guidelines not clearly defined.

· Completion of projects in timely manner.

· Bureaucracy of approval of projects result in projects not being completed on time hence money goes back to the donor.

3.2.2 Capacity Building and Coordination

Initiatives in the areas of institutional capacity and coordination for sustainable development include:

· The Declaration of St. George’s Principals of Environment Sustainability signed by Ministers of Environment of OECS on Apr 10, 2001. 

· Funding for purchase of land for National Parks.

· External Assistance for Fisheries Complex repair and Marigot Fisheries Complex by Japan, World Bank, IMF and CDB.

· Commonwealth secretariat baking programme.

· EU ($1 million) funding for skills training.
· Participation in several regional workshops, seminars, training programmes aimed at improving institutional and human capacity.

Some of these have included long training initiatives outside of the region for certain members of the ECU.

            (
Youth Skills training programme for the empowerment of youth.
Key constraints include:

· Lack of personnel in related sectors on the local level.

· Loans from ROC and CDB.

· Lack of funding from government to capitalize on some initiatives.

However, very determined efforts are in place to establish linkages within the south region and other focal points with the view to exchanging information and technical cooperation.

4 TRADE, INVESTMENT, CAPACITY BUILDING AND COOPERATION AND THE STATUS OF SIDS VULNERABILITY

Trade concerns and vulnerabilities in Dominica include: 

· Freight costs

· Prices (product and market) 

· Competition (source and market) 

· Qualified human capital

· Market demands

· Transport 

· Economies of scale

· Port fees (highest in Caribbean)

Preferential market access is disappearing and natural disasters have had an impact on the economy.  Hurricanes in particular devastate the agricultural sector. 

Investment related concern and needs are as follows:

· Insularity and remoteness creates high freight cost /freight traffic is low.

· Dominica is prone to natural disasters.

· Inter industry linkages limited in Dominica.

· Few industries.

· Import substitution possibilities because of size of market.

· Not well diversified imported sources of machinery and capital goods.

· Dependence on only a few export markets.

· Bureaucracy and misappropriation of funding (sends investors away).

· Limitations on exportation of water, fruits and vegetables to neighbouring French Islands.

National based initiatives related to trade practices and services are practiced by:

· Training programmes for businesses at the local level.

· Bureau of Standards effort to get products on par with other places.

· Exporter Development Programme – targets hucksters and formal exporters 

      providing facilitation services, training, advisory and development of business

      plans.

Problems related to capacity building for sustainable development include direct export of products, product development, market research and marketing.

Challenges affecting Dominica include:

· Price competitiveness

· Transportation

· Human resources

· Turnover

· Building Capacity (financial)

· Reorganizing internal structure of companies

· Market entry requirements

· Standardization

· Ability to trade on open market

National, sub regional and regional cooperative mechanisms for sustainable development include:

· New Physical Planning Act (2002) addresses issues of land use allocating certain areas to agriculture and others to construction.

· Market Support Services Department (MSSD) which facilitates exports of agro processed and manufactured goods

· Benchmarking for competitive pricing

· Exploration of opportunities to benefit cruise tourism

· Provision of technical assistance to companies to supply local products to cruise lines (e.g water, ripe bananas)

· Construction of Hot Water Treatment Plant at citrus pack house for post harvest treatment

· Exporter Development Programme in Agriculture and Manufacturing

· Establishment of Overseas Trading House – DOMNature in Guadeloupe in March 2002 provides Dominica with the opportunity to target the higher end of market segment 

· Number of initiatives incorporating contracting farmers to produce crops

(trial shipments of Julie mangoes and grapefruit to Canada, UK and France)

            (    Liaise with (Caribbean Agricultural Research Development Institute) CARDI on           

                  crop development research

            (    OECS/EDU trade fairs 

Vulnerabilities that affect the island:

As at June 30, 2002 total public sector debt amounted to EC$688.8 million comprising EC$471.8 million of external debt and EC$217.0 million of domestic debt.  Public sector debt to GDP as at June stood at 95.5% and debt service to exports, 34.4% (Source: Budget Address 2002-2003).

Economic strategy in place to increase agricultural output and tourism sector.

Sub regional or regional cooperative mechanisms which are underway to consider trade related constraints in SIDS, include:

· RNM Regional Negotiating Machinery to improve trade negotiations

Suggestions to combat vulnerabilities include:

· Integration of CARICOM single market to offset impact of vulnerabilities

· Shareholders in local carrier in terms of air access

· CARICOM court of justice

· Establishment of world standards

· Upgrading facilities such as test labs

· Improvements in airport to make the island independent and for the easy accessibility of business

5   MILLENNIUM DEVELOPMENT GOALS AND SD IN SIDS

5.1 Poverty Eradication

Government has embarked on a Country Poverty Assessment (CPA) programme with assistance from the Caribbean Development bank (CDB) and the Department for International Development DFID. Findings of the CPA have concluded that poverty levels are relatively high. This is primarily due to the decline in earnings from the banana industry.

(Banana production declined from 60-70 000 metric tons in the late 1980’s to 30,000 tons in 2000 due to the loss of preferential European Markets facility followed by ruling from the WTO and destructive hurricanes and storms in 1989 and 1995.)

The Dominica Social Investment Fund (DSIF), a facility of approximately EC. $13 million will be launched before the end of this year and is intended to make a number of important contributions to the welfare of the nation’s poor. The DSIF will complement other social development initiatives geared towards social services and infrastructural provisions, short-term employment and poverty reduction.

The DSIF will seek to build capacities within civil society for long-term sustainable social and economic development.
 

The percentage of poverty households borders 29% and as a percentage of the population 39%.  The poverty gap is 10.2.  Poverty is measured in terms of buying consumer goods and paying utilities. 

A major community integrated development programme (CTIDE) for the Carib Territory, (an area allocated for Dominica’s indigenous population), where 70% of these inhabitants are poor making  up 7% of all poor households, will be launched with assistance from the CDB and the Government.  This initiative will:

· Contribute to the diversification of the economy and well being of the Carib people,

· Undertake investment in tourism, health, agriculture and livestock, education, housing, roads land reform and community resource centers.

· Produce a master plan for use of Carib people’s land.

A Social Protection Programme (SPP)  (from STABEX 96/97 funding. instrument) will provide credit for the Rural Enterprise Development (D-REP) through a local agency administering the programme.for short –term employment creation. Local Government Units and the Government Departments will engage in implementation of community education and skills development. 

Beneficiaries from such programmes also include poor unemployed persons and banana farmers and farm labourers who were marginalized by the restructuring of the banana industry.

The Basic Needs Trust Fund Programme (BNTF-5) is a facility in its 5th era. The programme will fund socio-economic infrastructure that will enable communities to access basic social services and create significant short-term employment as well. This initiative funds projects identified by communities including projects involving access roads which links communities, gives access to agricultural land and land access for community expansion and providing route alternatives.

Constraints encountered included:

· Available funds are not channelled to farmers properly.

· Rural people tendency to be employees rather than self-employed to have more guarantee of income.

· Loans given were too small to establish businesses that will generate employment.

· Lack of coordination with Government ministries and other agencies.

· Lack of community spirit and volunteerism even when supplied with free building materials.

· Difficulty to find people to donate their labour.
· Lack of Finance.

· Lack of Capacity.
5.2  Education and reduction of child mortality

There has been a concerted effort at ensuring that education of the masses remain a priority. These are reflected in the many varying schemes and programmes in place over the years.

a).
The Basic Education Reform Project (BERP) was implemented from 1996 to 2001.  This project was financed by the World Bank and Government of Dominica and addressed the following issues:

· Strengthening management and planning

· Qualitative improvement of Basic Education 

· Renovations of Schools

b).
Secondary Education Development Project (BERP 2)

Preparatory stages:

· reduce poverty and unemployment by increasing the supply of secondary school graduates with flexible academic and technical skills and knowledge 

c).   
For poor students the Education Trust Fund has continued to give support.  It is  

geared at Secondary School and Tertiary level students who cannot afford an education.

d).  
The textbook scheme (TBS) began in 1996 in response to low attendance in primary and secondary schools and low pass rates in GCE and CXC.  Free text-books are provided for all primary school students and for Year1 to 3 in secondary school.

A loan fee is charged to cover for lost books and textbook fees at $85, which is a third of the cost of purchasing books.

Ancillary programmes to render support to other activities in the education sector remain as dynamic as the needs arise. The School Feeding Programme (SFP) has been around for 7 years targeting selective areas where nutrition and poverty seem to have had negative impacts on the education programmes.  Attendance has increased in schools from 70% to 96% since the programme started.

The constraints of such a programme include:

· maintaining it, and 

· expanding education programmes and schemes in a time of reduced government expenditures.

The programmes have been implemented by BERP.

The Dominica State College Act was implemented in 2002 to help with human resources development, help the country compete globally, improve the quality of life and allow education to everyone.  Students will thus receive a significant part of their college degree programmes at home. The official opening of the College as a tertiary education institution took place in 2003.

In addition to that, a Consultative and Advisory Committee was set up under the Employment Safety Act.

Infant Mortality Reduction:

To help in combating infant mortality and lessening diseases, health programmes include free immunization for children under 5 are in place.  In addition to this, two programmes for an adolescent Drugs Education programme and an HIV/AIDS strategic Plan (2003/7) has been prepared. 

Included as foremost in the main thrust of education policies is the provision for almost 100% school enrollment and favourable health situation  

In terms of environmental health, the programmes include sanitation and solid waste management as well as vector control and food hygiene.

Several other agencies contribute to the concept of general health and education programmes. The Christian Children’s Fund is one such agency. It is family focused.  This organization makes sure the children are immunized and works with the Public Health Office to improve sanitation and waste disposal and to provide safe water. 

Statistics from 1990 to 2000, show a reduction in infant mortality.

Infant Mortality rate:

2000 – 17.5 to 1000 live births of the population

2001 – 19.8 to 1000 live births of the population

Infant mortality is not a problem in Dominica.  Dominica has the lowest infant mortality rate in the region. However, there is a problem of management of resources.
5.3 Gender equality and empowerment of women 

The Women’s Bureau was established in 1982 to deal with issues concerning women.

The bureau makes a difference in helping project groups to sustain their enterprises,

providing leadership for people who never had been exposed to such training

catalyzing the formation of Dominica Hucksters’ Association and raising the consciousness in Dominica and of the general public on gender issues.

Dominica National Council of Women has taken on much policy advocacy work from the Women’s Bureau.  The bureau set up a 5 year action plan for 1995 – 2000

· to institutionalize gender analysis in all aspects of Government’s planning process

· to encourage the enactment and enforcement of policies and legislation that respect the values of gender equity and the social and economic spheres

· to improve women’s access to economic resources

· to improve women’s participation in political affairs and in decision making

· to improve women’s access to basic services

The Dominica National Council of Women Projects include:

(
Extensive counseling services for domestic violence.  This involves the Catholic and evangelical churches.


(
A crisis hotline at the DNCW, the psychiatric unit and the police station.

(
A safe house for battered and distressed women to find solitude and counseling.

International observances of certain special days dedicated to women such as

International Women’s Day, Day to Reject Violence Against Women and 

heighten awareness on concerns regarding rights of women are observed in Dominica.

A Protection Against Domestic Violence Act 2001has been put in place.  

A series of initiatives including the following are ongoing to maintain public awareness:

· Radio programme has been put in place 

· Artistic and non-traditional Skills Development Programme for disadvantaged Rural and Suburban Women funded by UNESCO has been set up.

· Public Education on laws as it relates to women and families funded by OECS/CIDA Judicial Legal Reform Programme and Gender Mainstreaming in Dominica by UNIFEM at various stages of implementation.

· Training on small appliance repairs, plumbing, Wine and Liqueur Production project.

· Doll and Craft making allow for capacity development.

In July 1999-2000 training by the Bureau with CARICOM was held and also National Workshops on gender sensitizations from June 29 – July 10.

Finally the Beijing Plan for Action in Dominica was signed in 1995.  The two major areas of concern are Women and Poverty and Violence Against Women.

Poverty alleviation by CIDA under GEF(Gender Equity Fund) and Inter American Institute for Agriculture in rural areas (1997 and 2000).

5.4 HIV/AIDS, dengue fever and other diseases 

HIV/AIDS has become a cause of concern in Dominica over the last few years and keeps on growing.  In order to combat this epidemic, education drives on HIV/AIDS have been developed. 

Statistics for HIV positive cases reported:

2000 – 18 cases : males -  11;  females - 6

2001 – 24 cases : males -  17;  females - 6

2002 – 13 cases : males -  10;  females - 3 

AIDS deaths:

2000 - 1 death 

2001 - 5 deaths

Statistics for AIDS:

2000 – 4 total cases

2001 – 1 reported case

The NACP – National AIDS/STD Prevention and Control Programme with the aim to educate on the prevention of AIDS by sexual transmission, prenatal transmission and transmissions through blood and blood products.

The Dominica Planned Parenthood Association (DPPA) provides information and counseling about STDs including AIDS.  In addition to that, an AIDS policy was approved by cabinet on Dec 2, 1999. The policy gives approval of a multi-sectoral committee to oversee the integrated development and coordination of ministerial action plans.

The National Plan for Workers Health in Dominica developed in 1995. An advisory committee on Safety and Health was established under the Employment Safety Act in 1997 and a PAHO sponsored workshop on surveillance systems in 1998.

Also, PAHO assisted with national pesticide management and survey from July-August 2000 which concerns the environmental health sector.

National and sub-regional efforts and initiatives to combating vector borne diseases include:
· An Italian funded Project which is a financed integrated approach to vector control.  This involves commuity based activites such as clean up campaigns, chemical treatment, biological treatment and sanitation/modification. Mahaut’s project was a success and got the Caribbean Media Award. A continuation of this project, financed by PAHO, will conduct activities in Portsmouth, Marigot, St. Joseph and Grandbay.

· A vector control section in the school curriculum was developed.

· Additional PAHO projects include water monitoring of potable water for the island, also an improvement in laboratory facilities and training of technicians.

· Project in the villages of Belles and Gleau Gommier.  Pipe borne water system developed to replace practice of collecting water directly from the river.

· Eradication of mosquitoes (aedes egypti).

In 1998/1999 UNICEF financed standpipes to address the situation in some communities.

In 1999, latrines were provided to communities.  Storage water tanks were set up in schools and kitchens created for lunches.

Other projects include latrine projects in the Carib Territory and Caste Bruce funded by UINICEF and the Christian Children Fund.

The Encore beach monitoring programme was developed and public awareness programames.  This included educating the public with leaflets and the creation of different village committees.

Constraints to implement projects include:

· Inadequate man power (samples for testing not possible always possible due to manpower).

5.5 Environmental Sustainability

The Declaration of St. George’s Principals of Environment Sustainability signed by Ministers of Environment of OECS on Apr 10, 2001 addressed the following environmental sustainability issues in the year July 1st 2002 to 31st July 2003: 

National Initiatives:

· Continued implementation of COMPACT, DREP and BNT Projects.

· Continued implementation of Country Poverty Assessment Programme.

· Continued implementation of BERP Phase 2.

· Develop Social Investment Programme.

· Established IDP commission plan.

· Preparing a 3 year strategic local authority environmental and information management plan.

· Improve on legal and institutional frameworks.

· Implementing the Eco-village transformation project and other tourism projects   related to training and facility improvement of sites and services for tourists including a 10 year tourism master plan 2003-2013.

· Reduction of turtle poaching through education programme.

· Submitted Forestry and Wildlife Act amendments.  

· Reduction of use in unenvironmentally friendly outboard motor boats.

· Climate Change Project implemented.

· Disaster related projects including flood projects, disaster shelter refurbishing and community workshops.
· Work in Solid Waste Disposal.

· Work in Water and Sewerage Disposal.

· Developed agricultural projects such as pig and rabbit rearing.

· Programmes on Biodiversity and biosafety including an unofficial ban on unleaded gas importation.

· National Environment Management Strategy for the development of people and the implementation of environmental protection/management.

The tourism sector in Dominica has also applied to be a part of Green Globe which is for the ‘greening’ of the island as stated in section 3.1.7. 

5.6 Global Partnership for Development

The current national, sub-regional and regional efforts aimed at fostering global partnerships for sustainable development in Dominica include:

National:

· building inter and intra sector liaison with governmental and non-governmental agencies for the purpose of implementing SD initiatives.  

Sub-regional & Regional:

The development and establishment of relevant local and regional authorities to focus on sustainable development issues as it relates to various conventions that Dominica is party to and are constantly being reviewed and undertaken, such as National Authorities, Scientific Committees, etc  

- Encourage participation in mainly regional and sub-regional activities with a view   to     sharing experiences and promoting lateral technical co-operation.

Constraints are:

(  Lack of manpower resource

(  Inadequate financing

(  Lack of qualified personnel in different sectors 

(  Contracting public service sector

(  The inability to attend some crucial and important overseas programmes and conferences

6.   EMERGING NEEDS AND CONCERNS

The nations economy is at the stage where it is burdened with a substantial debt to service. This places government at a serious disadvantage to execute most of its programmes that form part of its commitment under the various conventions it is party to. Measures to counteract the prevailing circumstances include among others, a reduction in the size of the public service, hereby acutely reducing the required quantity and quality of personnel required to implement the demands of any convention. 

The dilemma of which projects to give priority to with limited resources will continue to be challenge and may in the long run adversely impact on the will of the State to deliver consistent with provisions of the respective conventions.  If any significant changes are to be forth coming an new dimension worth considering should be debt relief through debt forgiveness.

The potential for Dominica to meet its commitment can be realized, and its bio-diversity protected if mechanisms and support to allow the State to adequately allocate resources at the appropriate time materializes.
