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1. The 5th IGAD Ministerial Facilitation Committee Meeting on the Somali Peace Process was held in Nairobi on Thursday, 6th and Friday, 7th May, 2004, at the Grand Regency Hotel, Nairobi, Kenya. 
2. The meeting was attended by Hon. Stephen Kalonzo Musyoka, Minister for Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Kenya and Chairman of the IGAD Ministerial Facilitation Committee on Somali Peace Process; Hon. Augustine Nshimye, Minister of State for Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Uganda, representing the Chairman of the IGAD Council of Ministers; Hon. Moustapha Osman Ismail, Minister for External Affairs of the Republic of The Sudan; Hon. Seyoum Mesfin, Minister for Foreign Affairs of the Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia; Hon. Ali Abdi Farah, Minister for Foreign Affairs, International Cooperation and In-charge of Parliamentary Relations, Republic of Djibouti; Hon. Ali Said Abdella, Minister for Foreign Affairs of the State of Eritrea; Dr. Attallah Hamad Bashir, Executive Secretary, IGAD and Ambassador Said Djinnit, Commissioner for Peace and Security, Commission of the African Union. 
3. The following members of the IGAD Partners Forum also attended the meeting; Italy, United Kingdom, the United States of America, Sweden, Egypt, France, Switzerland, Finland, Denmark, Norway, the United Nations, the European Union and the League of Arab States. 
4. The Ministers reiterated their deep concern that Somalia, an important member of the IGAD family has had no central government for over a decade. 
5. The Ministers acknowledged the progress and achievements made by the Somali Peace Process and called upon the Facilitation Committee in collaboration with International Partners Forum to do their best to ensure the completion of the peace process. 
6. The Ministers solemnly declared their total and unreserved commitment to unite in resolving the Somali problem once and for all.  Accordingly, the Ministers decided to meet on 20th May, 2004, in Nairobi for consultations with all Somali Leaders. 
7. The Ministers appealed to all the absent leaders to return to the Conference before 20th May, 2004.  
8. The Ministers further appealed for the quick arrival in Nairobi of all the genuine Traditional Leaders and   requested the Political Leaders to cooperate in the smooth implementation of this decision. 
9. The Ministers declared that the process should come to  a successful conclusion latest by the end of July, 2004. 
10. While recognizing the proposed Road Map as an important instrument towards the conclusion of the peace process, the Ministers stressed the need for Somali ownership. 
11. The Ministers noted with concern the rising tension in various parts of Somalia and appealed to the leaders for maximum restraint at this critical and final stage of the peace process. 
12. The Ministers urged the United Nations Monitoring Group on Arms Embargo in Somalia and the African Union to investigate reports of the continued flow of arms into Somali and report accordingly
13. The Ministers agreed to undertake a collective IGAD Ministerial delegation to the Commission of the African Union and thereafter to the United Nations Security Council for briefing on the status of the Peace Process before the end of Phase Three. 
14. The Ministers observed with concern that the financial situation of the conference had not made any significant improvement since their last meeting. The conference was operating on a 52% budget deficit as the pending bills continue to escalate. They acknowledged the diplomatic and financial assistance extended by the IGAD Partners Forum and in particular the European Union. They urged other development partners to avail the necessary financial support especially during this final phase of the peace process.  In this regard, the Ministers appreciated the financial contribution extended to the process by the Government of Finland. 
15. The Ministers agreed to hold their next meeting in Nairobi, Kenya on the 20th May, 2004. 
16. The Ministers thanked the Government and the people of the Republic of Kenya for hosting the Somali National Reconciliation Conference and for convening the 5th IGAD Ministerial Facilitation Committee Meeting.
